Rebuilding infrastructure -
damaged by the war to allow for the ordedy movement of some
600,000 refugees back to their villages will take many months.
But most will retumn as soon as possiblc. "The refugees are
mostly rural people,” says Anastasijevic. “They're far too
attached to their land to consider sewding anywhcrc else.”

Normally the most distant planet, Pluto has an vnusual orbit
that takes 248 Eanh-years (o complete ane trip arouad the
sun. During just 20 of thoge years, it moves inside Neptune's
erbil 1o become the eighth planctinsiead of the ninth,

Pluto moved inside Nepiune's orbit on Feb. 7, 1979, and was
