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Th.s inventi on relates in general to a robbery-
proof window designed for use as'a bank teller’s

window, Pwymaster’s window, or the like where

substantial amounts of money are maintained
for payment to recipients who stand on the op-
posite side of the window.

The principal object of the invention i to

provide a robberyproof window which is so ar-

- ranged that the teller can see and carry on-.a
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conversation with and pass money to a person
outside the window without exposing himself to
possible gunfire and without affording access to
the money remaining within the window or cage.

A further object of the invention is to provide
means whereby the teller within the windew may
safely direct gunfire at a person outside the win-
dow and attempting to commit a robbery.

A further object of the invention is to produce -
.8 simple and inexpensive device and yet one

Which will be exceedingly eéffective for the pur-
pose Tor_which it is designed.

These o‘b‘»%ts I accomplish by means of such
structure and Yelative arrangement of parts as
will fully appear by & perusv.l of the following
specificaticn and claims, ..~ .

In the drawings simiiar characters of refer-
ence indicate corresponding parts in the several
views:

Figure 1 is a perspective view of my ﬂimproved'

robberyproof window with the wicket closed.

Figure 2 is a perspective view of the window
with the wicket open and the money tray pro-
Jecting thereunder. -

Figure 3 is a sectional plan View of the win-

dow assembly.

Figure 4 is aa enlarged, fragmentary Cross sec-
tion on line 3—4 of Fig. 3. .

Fig. 5 is a fragmentary enlarged cross section
on line 5—5 of Fig. 3.

Referring now more particularly to the char-
ecters of reference on the drawings, the numeral
{ indicates a tank counter or the like provided
with one or more teller's windows which are con-
structed as follows:

The front panel of the window comprises a
vertical sheet 2 of bullet proof glass which ex-
tends longitudinally of the counter and which
is mounted in place by suitable means interme-
diate the edges of the counter. Xach teller's
window is defined or separated from the next
window by transversely extending side walls or
panels 3 which extend from the front panel to-
ward the inaer edge of the counter. Panels 3
also are buliet proof glass.

The front panel 2 is formed with a window
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‘opening 4 which is s provided with a frame § fitted
with the edge of szid opening; the opening. ex-

tending-lengthwise from adjacent one side panel

3 to a point spaced some distance from the other
side panel. )

An enclosed niche or recess is formed inwardly
of window opening 4 by means of a vertical back
panel 6 which extends lengthwise of the coun~
ter, and a transversely extending end panel T
which is fitted alcng one edge with the adjacent
portion of frame § and along the other edge with
a post 8 which likxewise is fitted with the adja-
‘cent edge of panei 6. Panels 6 and 1 are hke-
wise of bullet proof glass.

The end pane! 7 terminates at its lower edge
some distance apove the ccunter surface and the
restltant opening is normally closed by a verti-
callv slidable buliet proof wicket plate 3 which
inciudes & handie Sa on its inner face. The por-

A hand knob 12
is formed with the detent and is accessible to
the teller.

The lower edge of thie wicket plate 2 is formed
with an inward!y extending upwardly sloping lip
13 of substantiai denth, said lip beilg arranged
for engagement from within the window by the
correspondingly sioping sid:s of a money tray
14, The tray includes a handle {4a by means
of which the trav may be manipulated in the
manner hereinafier described.: At its rear lower
edge the tray is pmnded with a downwardlv and
rearwardly sloping catch Ouger or ‘pawl 19
adapted to cooperate with a ratchet plate 16 em-

_bedded in the suriace of the counter adjacent

- My improved robberyproo_f window is used in )

the following manner:

The wicket plate 9 is normally closed’ and
locked in such position by means of the spring
bressed detent !f. When a customer approaches
the window and is known to the teiler, the teller

. 8rasps Knob 12 in his right hand and draws the

detent 1§ away from the path of teeth 1. At
the same time he grasps handle %a and slides
wicket plate 9 upward to an open position. . When
desired catch means may be_employed to hold
wicket plate $ open while the business of the cus-
tomer i$ being transacted. :
However, when a person unknown to the teller
approaches the window the wicket plate § is left
closed dnd if monies are to be transferred the
teller places such monies in tray i4 and grasps
the handle of the tray with his left hand and at
the same time grasps kncb 12 with his right hand
and releases the de'ent. - Then the upwardly
sloping edges of the tray are engaged with- the’
under surface of lip {3 on the wicket plate, and
by pressing forwardly on the tray the Wwicket plate

Is ferced upwardly as;shown in Fig. 2, and the
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customer can then take the money from the tray.
In crder to prevent anyone from forcing the tray
out ol the way and reaching into the window
or cage during a money transfer operation, I pro-
vide the finger 15 which engages with the teeth
of ratchet piate 15 which is embedded in the sur-
face of the counter. When the transaction has
been completed the teller lifts the rear end of the
tray slightly and withdraws the tray from be-~

~neath the wicket plate 9 and with such with-
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drawal the wicket plate retirns to its normal
closed pusition. .

With my imgpvroved robberyproof window the
teller is fully protecied. and it is impossible for a
bandit to either gain access.into the interior of
the window or to harm the teller:...Such protec-
tion is enhanced by the placing of the~wicket at
one side of instead of directly back of the window

since the wicket is thus out of a direct line bee ™~
tweentheteller and the person outside the window.
