IMPROVED CLOTHES-WRINGER.

TO ALL WHOM.IT MAY CONCERN :

Be it known that Isaac A. SERGEANT, of Spnni,ﬁeld i the county of Clark, and State of Ohio, mvented
certain new and useful Impmvements in Clothes-Wringers; and I hereby declare the following to be a full,
clear, and exact deseription of the same, reference being had to the secompanying drawings, which form part
of this specification, in which the marks of reference correspond in all the figures.

Figure 1is a front perspective view of ‘the frame for supporting -the wringing-mechanism of the machine,
as attached to one side of & common wash-tub by means of a clamping-device.

Figure 2 is a horizontal section through the clamping-device, by which the frame of the machme is attached
to one: sxde of a wash-tub.

Figure 8 is a vertical section through the same device.

The first part of this invention consists of o portable machine, which may be temporarily attached. to one.

:side of a common wash-tub, or readily disconnected therefrom, whenever desired, and is-specially adapted to
wringing ¢lothes. -

The second part of this invention consists in.a portable frame, and employed for supporting the wringinw-

"‘mechanism of the machine upon one side of a common wash-tub, by means of & clamping-device, which is made
to gripé one side of g wash-tub, for the purpose of attaching and sustaining temporarily the entire wringing-
mechanism of the machine upon-one side of a common wash-tub, in a firm and expeditious manner; regardless
of the diameter of the tub, which greatly accelerates the operations of washing, rinsing, and mmgmg of
clothes, as will be hereinafter more fully set forth and described.

To enable others to understand, construct, and use the mventxon, a deseription- of one of the methods in
which it may be carried out is hereafter more fully given.

In the drawings annexed, A represents a common wash-tub. B is a yoke, whose inner mar gin is of y-form,
the sides of which extend upwards, forming uprights 8 8/ From the lower end of yoke B e‘{tend two jaws,
C.C’, the latter of which contains, within a dove-tail- groove, a wedge or key, D, whose e\tposed side is made
slightly concave, as shown in fig. 2. The office of the above- descmbed Jjaws and wedge is to hold the frame,
composed of the yoke B with uprxghts 88 for supporting the wringing-mechanism of the machine, in position
for use, on one side of a common wash-tub, in a permarient manner, temporarily, regardless of the diameter of
the tab.or the thickness of its rim, in reference to which service they are termed collectlvely the ¢ vise.”

This arrangement affords great facility for successively washing, rinsing, and wringing out the clothes f1 om
several waters ifi as niany tubs, the wringet being readily changed from tub to tub.

Omitting to describe the general. fe'xtures of the w rmrrmg -mechanizm of the machine, which will form the

subject of nuother apphcatwrr for Letters Patent, of evén date with' this, and then more particularly the frame
for supporting the w ringing-mechanism in position, and the clamping-device by which the frame for holding the
wringing-mechanism is attached to one side of a common wash-tub, Which fonns the subject of the present
invention.
: When it is desired to have free access to the tub, the wringer may be instantly removed therefrom, so as to '
allow the operations of Waghmg, rinsing, and wringing to succeed each other, \nthout trouble or delay, or the
wringer may be detached instantly, for the purpose of ¢leaning ite parts where dirt is apt to lodge—a common

_ necessity to avoid soiling the next bateh after dedling with much soited or colored. garments.

It will be paxtxcu]ally observed that this wunvlun‘-machme differ's Very waterially from those heretofore

—constructed, in its attachment, by & chmpmv device, to one side only of 2 common wash-tub, so it can be con-
structed separate from and independent of the wash-tub, to which it may be clamped, whenever desired, regard-
less of its size or diameter ; -and-afurther distinetive feafure consists in the manner of operation. . The wringer
being placed in position on one side-of the tub, and the jaws made to gripe the same firmly, the clothes arc
admltted to the wringing-mechgnism of the machine, and pass through it as fast as the wateris expelled thiere-
from, and they are received at the opposite side of the machine into a basket, piece by piece, as they are Wrung
out. By this means articles that are of lighter fabric, as lace-cur tams, can be operated upon lurhtly, as thosc
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that are heavy require more foree. By thls means lace curtams may be wrung without injury, as the force

requned to expel the water, when all are wrung together in-a bag, will tear.the lighter fabrics bef'ole the water

is sufficiently expelled from those that are stout and heavy.
T am thus enabled to construct a Wrmgmo-machme as a separate and mdepender‘t deviee from the wash-

“tub, box, or other receptacle for.receiving the water when expelled from the clothes.

- Wringers heretofore constructed have been attached to the opposite sides of the box or vessel conscquent]y :

could not be readily attached to common Wash~tubs of various diameters, therefore the box must be of a diameter
to correspond to that for which the wringer is adapted, and wonld thus constitute a part ¢f the device er wringing- -

machine. Thus, by means of the portable frame for holding the wringing-mechianism adapted to alewip the edge,

of one side only of a common wash-tub, T am cnabledito.overcome, the serious objcetions referred te above.

In the clammng-devme of ‘the invention, a wedge or set- -screw, cam, or spring, when having a bearing, s’o
that when power is applied to them they, in conjunction with the Jaws, gripe the erlwe of the tub as a *vise,
may be used, in the manner and for the purposes set forth.

Having thus described the inverition, what s claimed as new, and desired to besecur ed by Letters Patent, is—

1. The employment or use of a no1tab1e frame or yoke, B, with uprights' 88, or their equivalents, for sup-
porting & clothes-wringing mechanism in position-on one side of a common wash-tub, for the parposes set forth,

2. -The application of an’ adJusta.ble clamping-device, when employed to attach a clothos-w ringer to one siile
only of a Wash tub, substantml]y in the manner descubed and for the purposes set forth.
