invented a certain. compound, called ‘ Dobbin’s Heal- -

ing Salve,” for- burns, wounds, bruises, sores, disease
of the sealp, or dandruff, &e. . - B ,

The nature of tlie invention consists in mixing suet,
beeswax, and Frénch olive oil in certain proportions.

T'o prepare this salve, take four pounds of rendered
suét, and place on the fire and boil “the same for
about twenty minutes, then put in one-half pound of
beeswax and hoil until the wax is thoroughly mixed
with the suet, then-pour.in a pint of the best olive

oil, and keep stirring the whole over a good quick fire
for about half an liour, after which the salve is ready
for boxing,.
