12 . A footwear security display hanger comprising : 
a generally flat body member having a first end , a seconds 

end , and first and second sides extending from the first 
and second ends ; 

first and second hooks integrally connected to the body 
member , the first and second hooks having a first 
open - ended hook cavity and a second open - ended hook 20 
cavity , respectively , for receiving a portion of 
footwear ; and 

first and second locking arms connected to the first and 
second hooks , respectively ; 

wherein the first and second locking arms being movable 
to overlie the first and second open - ended hook cavi 
ties , respectively , and lock the first and second hooks to 
close the first and second open - ended hook cavities to 
prevent the footwear from being removed from the first 
and second hooks , 

wherein a first locking aperture and a second locking 
aperture are defined on the first hook and the second 
hook , respectively , 

wherein a first locking device and a second locking device 
are formed integrally from the first and second arms , 
respectively , 

wherein contours of the first and second locking apertures 
and the first and second locking devices are configured 
such that , when engaged , they provide a locking 
mechanism , with each tip of the first and second 
locking devices protruding outwardly from each of the 
first and second locking apertures .
