I, DoMiNIcK OBERGFELL, of Wheeling, in the

county of Olio and State of West Virginia, have in-,

vented an Tmproved : Ngodle-Machine, of which' the
following is a specification: = o '
"My ‘invention  relates fo-the construction and op-

eration of a small;simple, and cheap maching for mak-

ing noodles for soup, the use of which will result in a
great'saving of labor and: time in the making.

of ifon or suitable metal, except the plunger A, which
‘should be made of wood which would not inpatt any
- Bad flavor or color to'the douglh, nor would it be ad-
Lhered to’ by it; as would: be the case with' almost any

"~ The main cylinder B and top I should have about
“the form and proportions shown in.the drawings, and

“are supported and held:in - their proper relative posi-

| “tions Dy the three-legs, d. d-d, which pass through the
flange b of the eylinder B, and the top.F, thus consti-

- tuting-the frame of the machine; o

. The body of the eylinder is hollow, the shell being

made just thick enough-to afford.it sufficient strength

to-sustain it in the operation hereinafter deseribed.

O, the bottom of this. cylindrical vessel, is perforated
with holes of the proper size, and as many in number
as can - be .made - without “too much impairing its
strength to sustain the operation of the machiné.

The top I, eylinder-B with its flange &, and the legs
v d-d d, may be “cast in one piece, which would greatly
reduce the cost of the: machine, ‘

The plunger A should have the form shown in the
drawings, and should be:made of wood, as before
stated, and should be just'large enough in ciiennifer-
ence fo fit nicely into the body of the cylinder B, and
it should be fastened in any suitable manner to the
lower-endof the screw-shaft K, or as shown in the

drawings, so as to be removable, if need be, for cleans-
ing. ‘
tQ”‘l‘his shaft has a male screw upon if, to fit a female
serew in-the top I, through which it extends, and is
turned by the crank D, fixed upon its upper end. .

- Now, the plunger A, being raised out of and above
the cylinder B, the dough of which noodies are to be
made is put into the ¢ylinder, and the machine is held
over or lodgéd-upen the pot or other vessel in which
the soup is being made,and then, by turning the shaft
E by means of the crank D, the plunger A will be
forced-down upon the dough, which, in its turn, will
be forced through the perforations in the bottom. of
the cylinder, and it will then, in ‘the form of noodles,
fall into the soup-vessel.

The noodles may be made of any desiréd size or
form, whether round, square, or flat, by the size and

form given to the perforations in the bottom of the-

cylinder, which is a simple perforated plate, easily re-
movable for the purpose of cleansing it, or exchanging
it for one with holes of different size or shape, and
rests upon a flange made for the purpose of sustain- -
ing'it on the innerlower edge of the cylinder, as shown
in fig. 2. )

. This machine is so simple and cheap in its matefial .
and construetion, that it may not only be used with
great economy of time and labor in hotels, boarding-
houses, and restaurants, but in-every private family,
Instead of rolling out the dough; and cutting the noo-

“dles, as has heretofore been done.

What I claim, and desire to secure by Letters Pat-
enf, is—" ‘ -
