A medical device system, comprising:

a catheter shaft having a proximal end;

a removable liner extending through the catheter shaft;
wherein the removable Tiner is designed to deliver a medical
substance to a target region;

wherein the removable Tiner is designed to be removed from
the catheter shaft if the removable liner becomes plugged;

a replacement liner;

wherein the replacement liner is designed to be inserted
within the catheter shaft after the removal of the removable
liner; and

a support member disposed along the replacement Tiner.

2. claims: 2, 3, 10-15

A medical device, comprising:

a tubular member having a proximal end region and a distal
end region;

a first hub member coupled to the proximal end region;

a removable liner extending through the tubular member;
wherein the removable Tiner is free from attachment with the
tubular member;

a second hub member coupled to the removable liner;
wherein the first hub member and the second hub member are
designed to be detachably nested with one another; and
wherein the removable Tiner is designed to be removed from
the tubular member so that a second liner may be disposed
within the tubular member.
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
