These boards are, it is well known, commonly made
of wond, and, besides being cumbersome, are liable to
become split or broken along the grain.

My improvement consists in making such boards of -
tar-board or straw-board, such as employed by book--

binders for the covers of books and portfolios, or I

may use other thick paper-board, either plain or stifs,
fened around its margin with rattan or wire, or otlér .
