To all ulon, it inctly concern, 
Be it known that I, Ho WARD PERKINS, of 

Mansfield, Bristol county, State of Massachu 
setts, have invented a new and useful Sash 
Fastener; and I do hereby declare the follow 
ing to be an exact description thereof, refer 
ence being had to the accompanying draw 
ings, and tó the letters of reference marked 
thereon, making a part of this specification, 
in which- - 

Figure 1 represents a front elevation of the 
window-frame, upper and lower sashes, and 
the fastener in the frame on hinges. Fig.2 
represents a side view of the same with the 
fastener in the frame closed, and the dotted 
lines show the shape, construction, and posi 
tion of the fastener when opened outward on 
its hinges. . 

the fastener out, as a door to be opened, and 
when open the lower sash can be raised, but 
when the fastener is closed the lower sash is 
completely fastened and secured on the inside 
and from any possibility of raising the sash 
on the outside of the window.

The nature of my invention is an upright 

strip closely fitted into the frame of the win 
dow at the upper side, and extending from the 
top of the lower sash to the top of the window 
frame, and attached by two or more hinges to 
the frame, having a knob or handle to draw
