We, JoN S. KENYoN and LEwis Fox, both of Baldwinsville, in the county of Onondaga and State 
of New York, have invented a new and useful Im 
provement in Paper-Making, of which the following is 
a specification. 
The nature of our invention consists in the use of 

the mineral or eartly substance known as “red-rock,” 
which is found in the towns of Lysander and Van

in the manufacture of paper, are 
The color which it gives to the paper, the increase 

of solidity, firmness, weight, and good appearance. 
Claim. 

We claim as our invention 
The mineral substance called red-rock in stock or 

Buren, in the cotinty of Onondaga and state of New pulp in the manufacture of paper, substantially as and 
York, in the manufacture of paper. 
Our method of using the red-rock is to introduce it 

into the engines' (the tubs when the stock is ground 
to pulp) during the time they are reducing the stock 
to pulp, in as great a quantity as the stock or pulp will 
absorb or take up-say about two hundred pounds of 
the red-rock to four hundred pounds of stock, not con 
fining ourselves, however, to this proportion.
