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The present invention relates to a new and distinct 
variety of rose plant of the large-flowered polyantha class, 
which was originated by me by crossing the variety In 
dependence" (Plant Patent No. 1036) with the variety 
"Crimson King' (unpatented). 
The primary objective in making this cross was to obtain 

a new variety which bears hybrid tea size flowers in a 
brilliant color like those of the variety "Independence.” 
This objective was fully achieved, as evidenced by the 
fact that my new variety bears large cupped flowers, the general color tonality of which is Spectrum, Red, lightly 
overcast with Scarlet Red in the half-open flower, which 
changes to Scarlet Red, lightly overcast with Rose Red 
in the fully open flower. 

In addition to the foregoing features, my new variety 
is further characterized by the vigorous habit of growth 
of the plant. Together, these features represent a unique 
and desirable combination in a rose of this class, and definitely distinguish my new variety from its parents, as 
well as from all other varieties of which I am aware. Asexual reproduction of my new variety by budding 
at Newark, New York, U. S. A., and also at Pleasanton, 
California, U. S. A., shows that the foregoing character 
istics and distinctions come true to form and are es 
tablished and transmitted through succeeding propaga 
tions. 
The accompanying drawing shows typical specimens 

of the flowers, stems and foliage of my new variety in 
different stages of development and depicted in color as 
nearly true as it is reasonably possible to make the same 
in a color illustration of this character. 
The following is a detailed description of my new 

variety, with color terminology in accordance with Ridg 
way's Color Standards and Nomenclature: 
Parentage: Seedling. 

Seed parent.--"Independence.” 
Pollen parent-"Crimson King.”

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Opening.-Opens up well; is not affected by adverse 
weather conditions.

Size -Large. Average size when fully expanded 
4% inches. 

Borne.-Singly and several together. 
Stems.--Medium length; strong. 
Form (when first open).-Cupped. Permanence 
Ens its form to the end, but outer petals curl 
OaCK. 

Petalage.--Double (full but open center). Number 
of petals under normal conditions-20 to 25. 

Color.--Center of flower-Scarlet Red, Plate 1, 
lightly overcast with Begonia Rose, Plate 1. Outer 
petals-Begonia Rose, Plate 1, lightly overcast 
with Rose Red, Plate 12.

A new and distinct variety of rose plant of the large 

flowered polyantha class, substantially as herein shown 0.

and described, characterized particularly as to novelty 
by the vigorous habit of growth of the plant, and the dis 
tinctive brilliant color of its cupped flowers which have 
a general color tonality of Spectrum Red lightly overcast 
with Scarlet Red in the half-open flower, changing to 
Scarlet Red lightly overcast with Rose Red in the fully 
open flower.
