Be it known that I, DANIEL C. O'COXXOR, of the

The nature of my invention consists in the constr ue-
Lion and arrangement of two oblong metallic slats,
whose extreme ends are attached respectnely to the
bedy and lid of the trunk, while their inner ends are
united by a stationary riv (_t in such manner as to form
a hinge-joint for folding itself within the trank when
the lid is closed ; and also in a traveling rivet, which
falls into slots in the metallic slats when the lid is
raised, whereby they are enabled to assume the form

of a b.,mwht; rigid bar or stay holding the lid open with--

out d‘mgel of fdllmv (with its metallic edge) on the
hands or head of a person engaged in removing from

or placing articles in the trunk, untll the trav e]m«r Tiv--

ets are pushed out of place by hand, as I will fm ther
explaii by reference to the s qccomp'mymg drawings, of
which—

Figure 1 is a pelspectne view of a truok with my
mventmn apphr‘d to it.

Figure 2, a view of the hd-st'xy removed from the
trunk, showi ing slots and trav eling rivets.

l‘l,gme 3, a view of lid-stay in a folded state.

Figure 4, a view of reverse side of same.

In the said drawings—

A indicates the body of the trunk; and

B, the lid.

C O are the oblong metallic slats, one of which, C, .

is attached to the lid at D, whlle the other, G is at-
tached to the body of the trunk at E.

These slats are united at their inner ends by tmvet,
F, forming a hinge joint for the purpose of self-folding
within the trunk when thelid is closed, said slats being
also provided with curved slots” G H, for reception of
the traveling rivet K, which falls by its own gravity
down into the lower-end of the slots G H when the
lid is raised from the body of the trunk, counteracting
the hinge-joint, and enabling the slots 0 C to assume
a rigid stay for holding the Tid open until the traveling
nub K is (by hand) l&lbt‘d out of its place, when the
stay will fold on itself as the lid is closed on the body
of the trunk. .

This device is mtended as a substlbute for the web
connection between the body and lid of a trunk as at
present used, for preventing the lid from falling en-
tirely backward, but which does not prevent the lid
closing on the hands and head of a person while en-
gaged in removing or placing articles in the truok.

I claim—

The slats C C', provided with curved slots G H, rivet
T, and traveling rivet K, arranged and operating sub-
stantially as and for the pmposes described and set
forth.
