For the panel as hereunder, the term is used
to apply to a barrier adaptable to be placed on
the stove. The placing is by locating in a shield-
ing or protecting position at a region or regions
more or less surrounding and laterally of the
cooking area or working space, especially of the
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hot surface of the stove. The extent of the
shielding may be according to the height pre-
ferred and whether or not open work be of help-
ful purpose as may be sufficient for the particular
occasion or adaptation for use.

What is claimed and it is desired to secure by
Letters Patent is:

In a range, a cooking top provided with a cook-
ing area, said top provided with an upwardly

open slot surrounding said cooking area, a panel 1

mounted for vertical movement in said slot, said
panel in its elevated position forming a fence
around said cooking area and in its lowered posi-
tion concealed below said cooking top, and means
for latching said panel in either position.
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
