"The nature of my inventiou consists of a fat cover, 

turned to fit the top of the pail, firkin, or other ves 
sel, so that the outside rim will be fush with the out 
side of said: top of pail, &c., and with a shoulder or 
bevel fitting in and sinking inside the said top of pail, 

&e, for, Say, One-quarter of an inch. In the upper 
corner of this shoulder or bevel is run (around the 
cover), a shallow groove, with narrow breaks or slots , on each oppositesides thereof. 
The cover thus formed is adj usted, fastened on, or 

removed from the pailor vessel bytwo lugsorpinsoli 
the inside of the top of said pail or vessel, made by inserting wire lugsor pinson each Opposite side of 
saidinside top of pali?, &c., or, as shown bythedraw 
ing and herewith presented, byelongating and bending 
insaid pail-top the metallicears of said pailor vesselíu 
form such lugs orpins, and the same to pass through 
the aforesaid slots orbreaks, and fit and runsmoothly 
in the aforesaid groove in the cover. 
What I claim as my improvement in covers for 

pails, firkins, &c., is– 
In the construction of the close-fitting cover A, 

with projecting edge-groove C and slots Dand d), in 
combination with ear E, with its lugs Band pail H, 
allarranged as shown and described. * *
